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This AP English Literature and Composition course adheres to College Board guidelines and is
designed and taught thematically with an emphasis on core readings along with modern and
contemporary selections that illuminate and expand upon a variety of themes. We will address the
fundamentals of literary analysis and introductory college composition. Each week students will
discuss and engage in a variety of writing activities focusing on argumentation, interpretation,
analysis, rhetorical strategies, exposition, structure, and style. Students read and study a variety of
novels, plays, poems, and short stories from the 16th century to the present.
